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Citizens of the European Union, USA, Canada, 
Switzerland and a few other countries do not need a 
visa for staying in Ukraine less than 90 days. 

During your flight, you will on most airlines be given an 
Immigration Card to be filled out. For purpose of visit, 
write Business. For visiting address, write: Kuadriga, 
Lunacharskogo 4, Kyiv 02002 

Please contact our office if you would like transporta-
tion from the airport. Our driver will be waiting with in 
the arrival hall with a sign with our logo. 

If you are in a hurry, we can arrange for VIP service at 
the airport. You will be able to clear immigration and 
customs in 15 minutes rather than up to two hours. 

If you are taking your own taxi from the airport, you are 
likely to pay UAH 150-200 to be transported in what 
may not look like a taxi. Tough negotiating pays. 

The national currency of Ukraine is Hryvna, UAH. At 
time of writing, one Hryvna is around EUR 0,10; USD 
0,12 and DKK 0,75. 

 

The metro system is a very convenient way of getting 
around. It contains 3 lines and 46 stations. A token will 
take you anywhere on the network. We have tokens in 
the office or you can buy them in stations for UAH 1,70. 
The Metro runs from 6:00-24:00. 

 

We will be happy to arrange your transportation around 
the city. You can also stop a taxi in the street. It is best 
to negotiate the price in advance. A trip from the center 
to the area around our office should cost about UAH 40-
50 in the day time and maybe double at night. 

Kyiv is the capital of Ukraine with close to 3 million 
inhabitants. It is divided by the river Dnipro flowing 
south. The city center is on the right bank (looking down 
river). Kuadriga is in the office center by the Komod 
shopping center on the left bank by the Levoberezhna 
Metro station and the Kyiv Expo Plaza Exhibition Center. 

Khreschatyk and Independence Square 

Khreschatyk is the main street of Kyiv. On the end by the 
river is Maidan Nezalezhnosti (Independence Square). 
At the other, you will find the Bessarabka market and 
the Arena shopping center with an interesting art 
museum funded by a Ukrainian industrialist, Pinchuk. 

Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra  

The oldest Orthodox monastery in Ukraine. 
Underground caves contain embalmed monks in glass 
coffins. UNESCO World Heritage Site. 

Andriyivsky Spusk 

Small, winding street with art sales. Leads to Podil. 

Podil 

The Podil district by the river has a special atmosphere 
with bars, cafes and restaurants. 

According to law, foreigners should always carry their 
passport. Especially late night around Kreshatyk, police 
patrols will ask to see passports. If you do not have your 
passport with you, they will harass you until you pay a 
fine on the spot (UAH 100 should do it) or drag you to 
the police station before releasing you.
